  All too often, we get 

the feeling that problems 

are too big and complex 

and nothing we can do 

will change the way 

things are.   This past 

week we got a very real 

lesson on how we do 

have the ability to im-

pact decisions and make 

a difference in peoplesõ 

lives.   

  With the down turn in 

the economy in general 

and Massachusetts State  

revenues in particular, it 

came as no surprise that 

the Governor was going 

to make significant mid-

year cuts in all types of 

programs.   DDS was 

ready to absorb nearly 

$70 million in cuts to 

programs that would 

have eliminated Family 

Support and transporta-

tion to programs while 

also requiring cuts in 

Day and Residential pro-

grams.  We were on the 

brink of turning back 

the clock on community 

services for people with 

disabilities by decades.   

   What stopped this 

disaster from happen-

ing?  The efforts of peo-

ple like you, who took 

time away from their 

lives and went to Boston 

to take part in the vigil at 

the Governor's Office 

and those of other key 

legislative leaders made 

the effects of the cuts 

real.  By putting a face 

on whom the cuts would 

harm and how deep that 

pain would be, the vigil 

participants were able to 

reduce the severity of 

cuts to services.  The 

cuts will still affect many 

of those receiving ser-

vices, but $8 million is 

nowhere near as painful 

as $70 million.  

    Governor Patrick 

took a courageous step 

in defending the safety 

net for this vulnerable 

population and he de-

serves our thanks.  

There is still, however, 

trouble on the horizon 

that may still wreak the 

havoc so barely avoided 

last week.   There have
